It may be difficult for some of you to believe, but 
Iôm actually an introvert. Yes, I feel quite com-
fortable speaking in front of a crowd, especially 
when I have a great pun to share! But put me in 
a small group of strangers, and Iôm as quiet as a 
mouse. Iôve always felt awkward in that setting 
and itôs difficult for me to break the ice and get 
conversation going. Thank goodness we live in 
Michigan and have ever changing weather to 
talk about! Another time tested conversation 
starter is to ask someone, ñWell, what do you 
know?ò This question has the potential to get 
conversation going, unless the response 
isé.òNot much, how about you?ò While I appre-
ciate the humility of such a response, Iôd like to 
suggest that there are at least three things you 
can share with someone the next time youôre 
asked this question.
